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. What's your daily routine and sleep schedule like? Are you

typically a night owl or an early bird?
How do you spend your free time?

How do you feel about cleaning? What are your honest cleaning
habits, especially in common areas, and how important do you
think it is to have an apartment that’s in perfect order?

Would you want to be involved in decorating the common areas?
Do you have stuff that would need to be stored in those
common areas?

What are your personal thoughts on overnight guests? And
significant others?

Do you have any pet peeves or deal-breakers when it comes to
living situations?

What is your stance on things like sharing food or personal
items? Are you someone who really prefers to keep everything
separate and private, or do you appreciate a more communal
vibe, within reason?
